GTé6
I Just finished reading Classic Motorsports’ chapter 4 restoration of the Group 44 GT6+ 1969 National champion winner
campaigned by the legendary Group 44 Inc. This car is being restored for period correct vintage race use. JK has already
mentioned some of the modifications this car had.

I’m interested in the Group 44 GT6 car because I own a 1973 GT6 (pictured above). One thing I have learned is that you
never really finish restoring a car. When we work on mine to change out the radio etc, my doors sometimes lock when
they shut and suddenly I’'m locked out. A small thing really, but infuriating all the same. The locks were sandblasted and I
suspect they need grease. Classic Sports Motorsports is doing a Flying Tiger Sunbeam restoration. The article mentioned
cleaning the door locks, lubricating them and spraying white grease into them. Maybe I°ll try that before I put on another
set of locks.

I thought I did as many modifications as reasonable and one not so reasonable with my GT6. I Bought a British high
compression engine. Had it balanced, added a fast road cam, put on SU carbs, placed the battery behind the driver, had a
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radiator modified to crossflow (according to the directions in the GT6 racing modifications manual), updated the fuse box,
added a back seat with big speakers underneath, put on a tr6 water reservoir for the windshield washer, installed a stereo
system, put in a walnut dash and an air conditioner. A road car really, as Brian Watts pointed out.

The car ran hot even though it had two electric fans running on the radiator at all times. I hated the air conditioner dash
system interfering with the shifter. Why do you drive one of these cars if you don’t like to shift? I have now added an
aluminum radiator custom built by Ron Davis Racing and put my original fan setup back on the car. This works better.

I put the air conditioner in so my wife would ride in the car with me. The joke is, that in Florida, a GT6 has an inside
temperature of about 120 degrees and when you turn it on the temperature goes up to a 160 degrees! Yowser! I spent
several thousand dollars on the air project and about two years. When I finally got it setup the Japanese compressor was
running backwards which meant more expense, so I took it out. I gave the parts to a MGB GT owner. Good luck Jim.
God bless him.

I noticed while reading the GT6+ article that most of the modifications being done were out of my league.

It is a race car after all. I wondered if the modified 4.11 differential was from a Spitfire or TR7? I would have thought a
TR6 transmission and differential to go with the Corvair axles and modified TR6 halfshafts would be good but I am truly
a novice here.

If you see somebody’s car that has a color you like, find
out the year, model and company, Ford galaxy 1965 red, and look it up on the site.

Below are some that I have looked up. In general, it is very difficult to get color from a paint store, at least in Tallahassee,
by the British car numbers. By the way if you like the color but don’t want metallic, ask the body shop or local paint store
to leave off the metallic. The paintscratch company can also mix up your requested color code and send it to you in cans,
spray cans and pens. You can use the pens and spray cans for touch up
