I had the luck of
taking the river boat ride with him and setting at his
table at the banquet. He was a great sport, enjoyed
the ladies and a beer, and his irreverence was refresh-
ing. He could truly say he'd "been there, done that".
I remember asking him what Triumph he liked best.
He told me the TR3B. He was a true sidescreen man
and I doubt if he ever drove a TR6. His son Paul was

at Ft. Worth and was present for a moving tribute to
his father by an old friend of Ken's, Jack Bough of
Lucas. Ken had been working on a book on his life at
Triumph for years and Paul told me that he planned to
