Epilogue

By Andy Prevelig

I havehad severalinquiriesabout the trailer cov-
ered in the last two issues, asking for further de-
tails, so here are some additional points and sug-
gestions:

Enlarging the dimensions for bigger LBCs:
The most important consideration is the weight.

If the total weight of the trailer and car combinedis
more than 3,000 pounds, then by law your trailer
must haveelectricbrakes. If your axleswere bought
from Northern they will alreadyhavebrake backing
plates which will simplifYinstallation. 10" drum
brakeswillset you back$68.00 for a pair and$85.00
for a coupler-mounted actuator. Also be sure to
use a class II or class ill hitch on the pulling ve-
hicle, based on how heavy the total rig is.

The trailer frame should be strengthened byus-
ing 2" x 4" for the bottom rails instead of 2 x 2 if
your car weighs much more than a Spitfire. If the
frame sags or bows too much under load, then add
diagonalbracingbetweenthe verticalsof the trestles.

Fender Valances:
To offer better protection from gravel and dirt, I

added valances to the inside of the fenders. These
are simplethin sheet metalpieces cut to fit between
the fender top and the bottom frame rail. Like the
fenders,these are pop-rivetedon rather thanwelded,
so they can be removed if repairs are ever needed.

Tool boxes:
These should be heavy duty metal jobs to withstand

the rigors of bouncing and exposure to the elements. I
checked around, looking at everything from mechanics
boxes to fishing tackle carriers. The ideal boxes were
found at the Army Surplus store. I bought two large
ammoboxes for $16.00 each. These measure 18"long x
8" deep x 14" high, and are made of heavy gauge steel
with a water-tight rubber seal under the lid. The lid is
heldto the box by a toggle clasp at eitherend, and a little
spot welding converts one end to serve as a hinge. The
other end clasp has several 3/8" x 3" slots in it, so weld-
ing a V-bolt to the box where it will protrude through a
slot when the lid is closed makes a simplehasp for lock-
ing up your tools. I bolted the boxes to the tront 2 x 2
crossmemberjust above the tongue assembly. (Remov-
able for pivoting the tongue).

Tie-downs:

Youwant to keep your LBC from shiftingon the trailer
of course, and ratchet tie-downs appear to be the easiest
method.nome Depot sellsa set offour for about $12.00.
These are Ohio Forge units with Dupont 66 nylonweb-
bing rated at 1,500 lbs capacity each. Most LBCs have
loops or brackets welded to the trame front and back
(for tie-down points when they were shipped across the
Pond). Your ratchet tie-downs hook between these and
heavy eye-bolts attached through the frame at each cor-
ner of the trailer. ~
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
