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September Meeting 2009
The September meeting was on Saturday the 12" amongst rain showers. It didn’t deter our British car
enthusiasts in Tallahassee, Florida, including JK. Andre fed filet mignon sandwiches (for appetizers) to the first
comers. Hamburgers for the rest of us, but they were still good Andre!

We didn’t talk much about camber and caster, none of us really knew much about it except JK of course. Luke,
owner of Paint by Luke Body Shop showed up and did an outstanding workshop on polishing sports cars.
Everybody was fascinated. Luke went patiently through each step showing how to sand and polish the clear
coat without burning through to the paint and metal, yikes! Luke also mentioned he would polish anyone’s car
for $200. It takes him about 6-8 hours to complete all stages. Since each stage requires going over the entire
car, I think that is a good deal.




It rained continuously on the metal roof of my garage during the workshop. The falling rain drops and acorns
were very noisy but the noise didn’t seem to break anyone’s attention. JK looked at my TR car parts for the
TR2 and pointed out that the SU H6 carburetors (carb) would not work on the head and manifold that I have.
The engine is from a TR4. After JK left, I looked it up in Bill Piggot’s book. Sure enough he was right. On
page 94 - (Cylinder Head Specifications Chart, ”Collectors Originality Guide Triumph TR2-TR8) Sidescreen
cars can benefit if fitted with the later TR4/4A type cylinder head, part number 511695, which has an improved
combustion chamber and was quoted as producing 105 *bhp. This head also used a different design of inlet
manifold (part number 305744) of better gas-flow characteristics. Again this can be fitted to sidescreen Triumph
cars, (TR2 and TR3) although there are clearance problems if the original type of H6 carburetors are employed,
use of non-original HS6 type overcomes these difficulties. Would you believe it, I looked at my cylinder head
and it is 511695! Not only that, but my inlet manifold is 305744! Weird man, huh?

Now here’s the part that is pitiful. Ididn’t know the difference between a H6 SU carb and a HS6 SU carb. Do
you? I talked to several British car lovers and they couldn’t tell me so that I could understand. For me seeing is
believing, see the difference then I understand. I went to Blair Engle’s to pick up some parts I had ordered for
my TR2. He rebuilds SU’s. I looked at the carbs he was working on. I finally figured out one of the ways to
know which is which is the cap. The cap on a HS6 is black plastic. The cap on a H6 is metal, usually brass but
not always. This is not fool proof. You can take a metal cap from a H6 and put it on a HS6. Iintend to do it
myself.

I looked up the cost of new HS6 carbs. For a set, around $1000, oh maaaan. I called Team Triumph, spoke to
Scott. He wasn’t sure what the difference was. He said he had a set of used SUs attached to the inlet manifold
from a TR4A for 175 bucks. I said send em. I’ll tell you what the obvious difference is between H6 and HS6
carburetors. The throat (pipe that attaches to the inlet manifold) is longer on the H6 carb than the throat of the
HS6 carb. Guess what (S) stands for, short. The carbs arrived today, October 5, hallelujah they are short. I
called Blair. He said he would fix’em up for me, hallelujah again!

The September meeting was not a formal meeting and no minutes were taken. The Club agreed to meet
October 14, 2009 at the Old Town Café in Market Square off Timberlane Road at 6:30 P. M.

*Brake horsepower (bhp)

Brake horsepower is the measure of an engine's horsepower without the loss in power caused by the gearbox,
alternator, differential, water pump, and other auxiliary components such as power steering pump, muffled
exhaust system, etc. Brake refers to a device which was used to load an engine and hold it at a desired RPM.
During testing, the output torque and rotational speed were measured to determine the brake horsepower.
Horsepower was originally measured and calculated by use of the indicator (a James Watt invention of the late
18th century), and later by means of a De Prony brake connected to the engine's output shaft. More recently, an
engine dynamometer is used instead of a De Prony brake. The output delivered to the driving wheels is less than
that obtainable at the engine's crankshaft.
